Tuesday night, ASUPS President 
Gillian Gawne announced a university 

tproposal to ban greek students from 
residence hall Resident Assistant 
positions as of fall 1988. 

In the 24 hours following that 
announcement, the policy was harshly 
criticized by student leaders. By 
Wednesday afternoon university officials 
had tempered the decision from the 
original ban to a policy to warn greek 
R.A.'s that the position might pose 
certain problems.

Two weeks ago, The Trail ran an 
article about a kayak trip to Baja, 
Mexico. Since that time, the story has 
further developed. The Trail received a 
letter from Director of Counseling Bob 
Stremba, who led the trip, about the 
article, and the unidentified male student 
who was separated from the group came 
forward to explain his own experience. 

Brian Meyers, the previously 
unidentified male student, contacted The 
Trail and expressed a desire to clarify 
what had happened to him on the trip. 

Meyers' account of the day when the

following conversation: "President 
Phibbs asked Dean Dodson, 'and there 
will be no Greek R.A.'s next year?' 
Dodson answered in the affirmative." 

"I tried to speak up but was blatantly 
ignored for several minutes," Gawne 
said. 

When Phibbs finally recognized her, 
Gawne asked, "Did I hear correctly that 
there are to be no greek Resident 
Assistants next year?" 

According to Gawne, Phibbs again 
answered affirmatively and gave three 
reasons for the policy: first, to allow 
more leadership opportunities for 

described in the article of February 4th. 
He said that although they had been 
warned about the particular route they 
were to take, the members of the trip all 
agreed the conditions looked good for the 
excursion. 

Meyers also said that once the wind 
and waves came up, it was hard to 
communicate.

Gawne outlined the conversation in 
her report at Tuesday's ASUPS senate 
meeting. The senators' initial reactions 
ranged from quiet disbelief to a strong 
call for action.

Schmidt shook 
his head through the duration of the 
report. Schussler stared at Gawne

In a short time period early Friday 
morning, three Ford Mustangs were 
stolen from different locations on 
campus. Two of the vehicles were taken 
from behind fraternity houses on Union 
Avenue, while the third was stolen from 
the Anderson-Langdon parking lot. 

"At first it appeared that a professional 
ring of car theives had watched our staff 
and plotted to take the three Mustangs," 
said Todd Badham, Assistant Director of 
Security Services. 

It appeared that way until about 5:00 
a.m. when one of the cars was found 
wrecked along the side of the road in Gig 
Harbor. According to Badham, a person 
was seen fleeing the scene of the accident 
and the case is being investigated by the 
Tacoma Police Department and the 
Pierce County Sheriffs Office. 

Hours later, another of the vehicles 
was found unharmed in Gig Harbor. The 
car was reported to the Pierce County 
sheriff by a local resident. 

The third car was found at the 
intersection of N. 16th and Union, where 
it had been involved in a hit and run 
accident. The vehicle was abandoned and 
towed away by Bill's Towing before it 
was reported stolen. 

According to Badham, "if someone 
was stealing them for their parts and 
classic value they would have been more 
careful. It looks like some kid learned 
how to hot-wire a Mustang and had some 
of his friends join him for a joy ride." 

There has been no rash of Mustang 
thefts in Tacoma so the situation is 
"weird," said Badham. 

Security staff have changed their 
patroling patterns following the incident. 
As was the case last fall, parking lots 
and perimeter areas of campus have now 
become the focus areas. Any suspicious 
activity should be reported to Security 
Services immediately.
