It has grown to 70 
schools consisting of 320 teams.

Enrollment for full-time stud-
ents--those who are enrolled for 
12 or more credit hours—drop-

CPS students will go to the 
polls this Tuesday to elect four 
executive officers and three Ceri-
tral Board representatives, cul-
minating a week-long campaign 
by political aspirants. 

Offices up for grabs include 
the ASCPS presidency, 1st vice 
president, 2nd vice president, ex-
ecutive secretary and sophomore, 
junior and senior representa-
tives. Also on the ballot will be 
five May Queen candidates.

Jues Needed 
However, the need for judges

"I'm running 
on a platform of good, sound 
student government," he stated. 

Increase Participation 
Forensics Manager John Keli-

her spoke of a "desire to increase 
student participation in extra-
curricular activities by extend-
tog appropriations to virtually 
all of the departments," in an 
interview Sunday. 

The Central Board member 
took time out from preparing for 
the forthcoming high school de-
bate tourney to say his campaign 
was outlined "around a program 
of more dynamic, progressive 
leadership in administering stud-
cut affairs."

of Board action, Keliher mdi-
cated he considered it time for 
a "revaluation of the purpose of, 
and the place for, student gov-
ernment on this growing cain-
pus. ,,  

To Investigate SUB 
Second vice president Spenc 

Stokes, favored in the race for 
the coveted office, talked free-
ly of "the most important issue 
on the campus at this time," the 
new Slffl. Emphasizing that the 
student body has made no coin-
mitments concerning the pro 
gram, Stokes said extensive in-
vestigation of the feasibility of 
renovating Kittredge hail should 
be in line next year. 

"A new building is almost out 
of the question," the student 
body officer continued, "be-
cause it could not be considered 
for at least 10 years. 

Preparation Needed 
Stokes stated that relatively 

no construction could be under-
taken on the new or renovated 
SUB until the food service, 
scheduled for completion next 
year, is built. He added, how-
ever, that considerable work 
could be done on planning and 
preparation. "Any consideration 
by the ASCPS in regard to action 
on SUB facilities will, of course, 
be put to a vote of the students," 
he said. 

In regard to the role of student 
government on campus, Stokes 
said he felt the chief purpose of 
the ASCPS "is to act as the pro-
tector of the general interests 
of the student body."
